
 
The NTCA Annual Conference will be held in Darwin on the 26th of March 2010.  A valuable addition to the event pro-
gram is that of a bilateral  award to be presented to two recipients, one Australian, and one Indonesian.   
 
This bursary is to assist in the continued development of relationships between the northern Australian cattle industry 
and our largest live cattle trading partner, Indonesia. The bursary will sponsor one northern Australian cattle industry 
participant and one Indonesian feedlotter or local Indonesian farmer to conduct trips to each country and learn more 
about the live cattle trade. 
 
The goal is to develop a stronger network of enthusiastic participants in the livestock export trade. The participants will 
wish to understand the industry in more detail and be prepared to share this experience with others in the industry. The 
bursary will give the participants the opportunity to learn about the industry through hands-on participation in the trade. 
 
Each beneficiary will receive $15,000 to go towards studying developments in animal welfare practice, then working in 
the market to implement new and innovative practices to improve welfare and production returns.  Candidates who apply 
will have a demonstrated record of working in the northern Australian and Indonesian cattle industry and show a commit-
ment to continue to contribute over the long term.  The Bilateral Industry Award will be judged by a panel of respected 
industry leaders from Indonesia and Australia and will be announced at the gala dinner on the evening of the 26th of 
March. 
 
 
Northern cattle participant 
 
We are looking to find a young and enthusiastic person from the northern cattle industry who wants to build a greater 
understanding of the livestock export trade to Indonesia. The successful applicant must be prepared to bring back their 
findings and share their knowledge with other participants in the trade. 
 
The candidate will have a background in northern cattle production or be involved in the livestock export trade. They will 
be willing to follow cattle through the supply chain and spend two months in Indonesia learning about the feedlot sector. 
 
The goal will be to develop a detailed understanding of where the cattle are coming from, the preparation and shipping 
process, the Indonesian feedlot system and business requirements. 
 
Indonesian participant 
 
We are looking for a young and enthusiastic person from Indonesia who is involved in either the Indonesian feedlot sec-
tor or the local cattle production sector and is looking to develop a better understanding of Australia’s supply capabilities. 
 
The applicant would travel to Australia and develop an understanding of our northern production systems and learn 
about the livestock export process. The applicant would have the opportunity to spend time on a northern cattle station 
and experience first hand the way Australian cattle are prepared for the live cattle trade.

Applications should be submitted in writing and detail the applicant’s experience in the Australian or Indonesian industry 
and their objectives for participating in this bursary.  Following the trip a report on the findings will be prepared and pre-
sented to the industry.
